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My name is Laura Thompson.
I am the distance education and graduate student support librarian, and I'm joined today with Rebecca Kuski.
She is the digital archivist today.
We're going to be covering the basics about library resources. We're going to introduce you to some created resources.
Do a short demonstration of searching our library, catalog, search EW, and then going a little bit more in depth with our advanced databases.
So that's the hope. If you have any questions at any time, please feel free to raise your hand or type them into the chat. We will keep an eye on that.
Because I know that I can sometimes go kinda fast.
And you might have to say, oh, go back where did you click or things like that?
So feel free to ask questions at any time.
This session is here and available because we wanna support you and your needs.
So ask questions any time.
All right, so let's get started. The first thing I want to do is share my screen here.
Is everyone able to see that?
So all right, so if you could answer this question, I would really appreciate it.
You would send the message Laura 557 to the number 37607 or you could join on the web at that URL sine with that same code Laura 557 and then answer the question are you on undergraduate student?
A graduate student, a staff member or a faculty member.
So go ahead whenever you can.
I hope Miss Paul is working for you while.
Good it is.
It is working.
I was nervous for a second there.
Hard thing to know is if everyone's answering the same question. It's going to look like it's just 100% the entire time.
So it is possible that we have an all graduate students.
Yes, we are getting some answers too. Yeah, all right.
So we are going to try and gear this session to be specifically for library resources supporting graduate students and your research.
All right, now there are only three questions.
Head over to the next question here.
Are you familiar with UW Stout library resources?
A.
Yes, I use them all the time.
B.
I'm aware of them, but I don't use them much or C.
I'm not familiar with the resources.
The library has answers coming in excellent.
All right.
Excellent. So for you all who are who are familiar but don't use them too much.
Hopefully we'll be able to bring you to the next step of familiarity and for those that use them all the time, hopefully we'll be able to share with you some tips and tricks that you aren't aware of to help you get the most out of those resources and.
Last question here.
How confident do you feel about researching with library tools?
A very confident the I do all right or C not very confident.
Right, looks like B is the winner. I do.
All right.
So I'm hoping that this session then will help you increase your confidence that you feel like you know these tools. You know how to get the most out of them to find relevant quality resources.
So that is our hope, all right.
So let's go ahead and get started.
I'm going to move over to this screen, so first thing we're just going to show you how to get to our library website.
You all may already know, but if you start at the UW stout homepage, you just need to click on academics and then click on university library.
Just remember, let me increase my mouse size.
I think the screen on teams gets so small, so I'm just gonna fix that really fast.
Let's do.
This.
Alright, that is better.
Alright, so I clicked on academics and then university library.
Another thing you could do is you could go to library.uwstout.ed.edu or you can just Google Stout library and that works as well.
Alright, so this homepage is actually brand new.
This semester we redesigned our website so we've got things are in kind of different locations, but we'll focus primarily at this point in this get help from the library section right here. The first thing I want to focus on is this research guides. So I'm going to go.
Ahead and click on that.
So we have a lot of resources at the library, a lot.
We have over 290 databases.
And so it can be hard to know where to start.
Especially with like. Where do I go for videos?
Where do I go for it to find data for my field?
Things like that.
So we put together each of these guides that are subject specific.
So for example, for art and design, the initial part looks kind of like the home page, but then from there you can say OK for art and design if you want articles you would click here and bring it to the best database for articles. If you wanted stream.
Videos you click on that one or data and we have additional research databases.
That would be good.
Or more resources here.
We've done that for each of the different subjects.
Let me go back O again 25 guides.
We also have other specific guides.
Let me show the next one I think will be really good.
Graduate Student Library Guide is located just right here. We have a lot of resources in this guide.
O here are the different ages. We have instructions for finding theses.
Sometimes it's good when you are have to write your own theses to see what others stout students have written so you can search these to see what other students have researched in the past in your specific area.
We have a tab for the stout research workshops.
This one is the one obviously today, but we have Ford coming up later.
We have organizing, research and mastering citations which covers more reference managers like Sotero or Mendelee thesis and dissertation research.
Researching with generative AI and navigating local industry and institutional resources for research.
So if you're interested in those topics and you want to register the way to get back to this page is from the Graduate Student Library Guide.
And it's just that tab right there.
We have tabs on literature review, research methods, data analysis.
We have a tab for writing support and reference managers.
Zoom in here again so you can see the reference managers are here. If you wanted to link to get started with those, a great way to collect the research that you're gathering have organized in one spot.
And we also have links to writing support and this is important because especially for graduate students, the writing center will support you for your shorter assignments, your shorter papers, but they won't help you with those longer, longer ones like theses or dissertations.
So in order to help fill that gap, youw Stout has subscribed to the service brainfuse.
Brainfuse offers 24/7 live help with writing, so you could meet with somebody.
Live virtually sharing a whiteboard screen and a chat so you can talk about your research together.
Talk about your writing and that session can be recorded that we can reference it later.
Or you could just submit part of your paper and say, you know, give me feedback on the introduction or what do you think about the transition between paragraphs or readability? And they would give you that feedback, usually within two days.
So it's a really great resource for graduate students as you work towards that. Those theses and dissertations.
Let's see, we have a link out to citing resources. This links out to one of our other research guides that focus specifically on on citing. So for example, the citation formats tab shows you the basic citations for APA as well as additional sources.
So if you want to see a sample APA paper, absolutely have that linked from the Purdue Owl.
So that way if you want to see what the margins would look like or header between sections or things like that.
There's that link. We have the APA style guide we've created.
We have.
And then additional Morse APA citations from the absolutely love that resource.
It is very thorough and easy to understand, easy to navigate.
That is my go to place when I'm sure how something is cited. I always go there. It's wonderful.
And then we have additional information for MLA as well.
Chicago.
All right, so let's see.
Let's go back to that grad guide.
What else do I want to show you?
I think the only other thing I'd want to really highlight for you is this. More resources for grad students tab.
So for example, it tells you about free New York Times access that you all have opted out, has paid for New York Times access for any stout member.
All you have to do is quickly create your account and then you have access for a year and you reauthenticate a year from the date you've created it.
So you can go to newyorktimes.com and get access to all those articles.
Absolutely loved it. The next thing I want to point out is this. This paragraph here.
Take the library and the open web with you with you.
So you've subscribed to.
The resource Lib Key is a browser.
Add in so when you are just browsing online using Google or Google Scholar as you find articles, maybe it'll pop up and say all right, you love this article. It's gonna be $70.
How do you wanna pay for that?
Well, because you have that browser add on, the add on pops up whether or not stout actually owns the full text.
So then right from that page you can click the stout paid for full text and link you directly to what we've already paid for.
So it's a great resource.
Actually, if you do most of your research actually just online, so I encourage you to take a look at that and download it.
It's free for you.
Great resource all right.
I think that that's everything I wanted to share about the graduate Student Library guide and our research guides.
Are there any questions so far about any of those resources I highlighted?
You can either pop it into the chat or raise your hand or just unmute.
OK.
Well, if you think of anything, go ahead and ask any time.
Alright, let's go back to the library homepage.
So we talked about the research guides.
Let's zoom in here. Now the next thing I'm gonna point out is our tutorials.
They're located just right there.
Zooming in so you have tutorials about search and use the library website basics of APA. We have how to get started with Sotero which is one of those reference managers I talked about and then advanced database tutorials as well.
So this is a good place to go if you are more interested in self-paced learning.
That's a great resource.
Right. And since we're in this section anyway, let me also point out this ask a librarian service.
Go ahead and click on that.
So Stout actually has higher librarians specifically for the purpose of knowing your resources so that we can answer your questions and help you find the resources you need faster. That is our role.
So when you have a research question of where do I go, or gosh, how do I find this?
What keyword should I use? Is this topic too broad?
Is this too narrow?
Can't find these statistics. All of those questions.
Instead of being frustrated for hours before you reach out, just ask us at the beginning and we can point you in the right direction to find quality resources faster.
You can reach out to us via chat.
It's only available during business hours, but you can type in your chat there and we will get that chat the next day and help you out.
You can call us.
You can e-mail us.
You can stop by our office.
You can set up a research appointment so that would be like a one-on-one.
Research consultation we would meet with you either in person or online, and I could meet with you week meet with you during business hours or in the evening as well, since that seems to work better with graduate students.
Alright, so love to get your questions anytime.
Alright, I think the one last thing I wanted to show from this library homepage before we move on to the next thing is our streaming videos.
Let me zoom out.
So you can see.
So I'm back at the library homepage. Our streaming videos are available through this icon right here. When you click on it, it brings you to. Oh, how far in advance do you fill up for virtual resource research appointments? We don't fill up for research appointments. We get them.
Coming in more heavily during certain times of the year.
But one request for research consultation gets sent to all of the librarians.
So whoever has.
Opening in their schedule steps up and says, oh, I can help you out. So we haven't ever had a point where we've had to turn people away.
The only difficulty I could see is if you wanted a research appointment like right away that that hour. Then there might be a problem.
But as long as you do it like a day or so in advance, you should be fine. Good question.
All right.
So our streaming videos are located right here, and unfortunately it's kind of a text heavy page, but each of these is a streaming video platform.
So for example, Netflix, that's one platform and has a lot of different videos. Hulu, different platform, tons of videos that are completely different from Netflix.
So each of these is a streaming video platform for my favourites.
I really like canopy.
I'm clicking on Canopy View, the UW stout collection.
Log into UW stout.
So many clicks.
Alright, it is just so sleek and just with wonderful content.
A lot of amazing documentaries, case studies.
It's easy to cite.
It's just fantastic.
I like it also because you can browse it by subject.
So if you hover over this browse, you can click on a subject, for example psychology and then it shows you those sub topics as well.
So if I was interested in actually child psychology, I could browse that topic.
Or couples therapy and see those sessions.
So it's just really nice for browsing and getting to see what's available.
Let's another one. I wanna point out is films on demand.
It's another one of our larger streaming video platforms.
It's not quite as sleek looking, but it still has just a ton of useful content. That's really good.
So you can see our the recently added social sciences.
Lots of really good things.
All of these are available to you for free.
Stout has paid for it.
You can watch it on your phones or stream it to your TV's.
Absolutely any questions about streaming videos?
Alright, so the next I'm just gonna point out that the archives links are right here and Rebecca is going to take over and talk to you more about Stout created resources.

Hello everyone I am going to share.
Three links in the chat here that you can use to follow along.
To this portion of it and then I will share my screen.
OK. Perfect. So as Laura said, my name is Rebecca Kuske. My pronouns are she, her, hers. And I am our digital archivist in the UW Stout Archives and Area Research Center.
I do have one other name up here, and that's Doctor Heather Stecklein.
She is our university archivist, and if you do work with us, she is another person that can give you a lot of different help when it comes to local resources.
So this portion of.
This session is going to be talking about cell created resources and where to find them and really to start with that.
We are going to start going back to the Polytechnic blend so uwstout as you all, as you all know, being students here talks a lot about the Polytechnic blend and what this really means is there's two different sides of it.
There's the interdisciplinary academics, and then there's the applied learning aspect. Each of these different sides require a different type of research.
What I'm going to be talking with you about today is local data and local resources, typically ones that are created at.
Stout that.
Really mirror a lot of the work that's done in the professional field and in a lot of cases goes to the applied learning side of that a Polytechnic blend.
So when thinking about Polytechnic research and what makes it different, we see this ladder of research going from the personal all the way out to the national and world.
What we see is white and grey literature.
White literature is typically what you see in library databases.
So that is what Laura will be talking a lot about.
Peer reviewed databases.
And a lot of things.
That's really helpful for your research to build on. What I'm more talking about that you can get in the archives are institutional data and more personal level or even regional resources that reflect what is going on in this particular area and can give you some insight into some.
More specific and local things that aren't necessarily peer reviewed.
So where do you find some of that those resources?
That's where you have to turn to institutional repositories.
These are something that are these are repositories are located in a lot of different.
Institutions, things like even Anderson. Windows has its own institutional repository.
What we see is that a Polytechnic universities we typically also see institutional repositories and if you look at this map here, the overlay got a little bit odd. When I switched it to this format. But what it primarily is saying is that there are institutional repositories located at.
Our Polytechnic peers as well.
And what is an institutional repository?
It's a call.
Consolidated scholarly consolidated location for scholarly, creative and organizational output. That's representing a single institution.
It's open, openly accessible, free, and doesn't basically doesn't have a pay wall.
It's something you don't have to log into in order to view and use the resources and it's resources and documents, records, things like that that are unique to the parent.
Institution. So it's something that you can't find anywhere else and isn't public.
Anywhere else?
At UW stout.
Our stouts institutional repository is the Univers University of Wisconsin Stout archives and Area Research Center.
In our repository we have a lot of different types of digital collections from minds at UW, which focuses more on student and faculty created work. We have something called preservica, which focuses on different institutional data.
Administrative records.
Student organization records things like that.
And then we also use things like the Internet Archive, which you may know from the way back. Machine and other institutions use it as well.
We use that to house like our stoutonia, which is our student newspaper tower yearbook, which was a yearbook that used to be at stout and different things like that. And these resources are really useful when looking for the local perspective or to building upon building upon.
Other research that's been done at our institution.
One place that you can research or how you can locate and these digital collections is through our website.
Site you can Google Uwstout archives, which is typically what I do.
It also there is a little or it's not a little.
There is a tile for it on the UW Stout library website as well. You may have seen that when Laura was showing you the website. It looks like this one here, but ultimately you'll get to our archives website.
And from there, you'll want to click on access digital collections.
What this does is send you to a Lib guide that gives you a list of our digital collections.
These are the most used digital.
Resources that we have, yes, we have things like I mentioned Stoutonia tower yearbook. But the things that I potentially will interest you most in your career as graduate students are things like our oral histories or our student publications in both of these instances, there are different instances of.
Local data and resources that may either help you.
Progress in your research, research, or something that you can build.
Other things that we do is we also help with local research. Rese research we in in the practice of researching.
So when you think of citing Gray literature or citing some of these local resources that are difficult to put into something like sight fast, that's something that we can help you with.
We also can help you with actually locating some of these resources that may not be at our institutional repository, but maybe somewhere else. And we can kind of help guide you on that.
Access of how to research using this local data.
We also do have research assistance where you can make different appointments and other things like that. We always recommend that you start with an e-mail to us at archivesuwstout.edu and you can see all of this on our website. And then we also have list.
Of things specific to stout campus users.
In order to make our institutional repository grow.
We need research from students like you, so that is one plug that I'll make here is that we would love to continually add to our institutional repository.
And also give you a chance to.
Be able to show and share your research and the things that you've completed at your time here at stout.
So what I mean by that is what we will create.
This is a form that you can use to submit your your projects. All theses and dissertations will be sent to us, but this is this may be for other projects along along the way that you create.
And what we'll do is we'll go to minds at UW minds at UW Stout, which is what we do, have our theses in, but we also have other student projects in and we'll create a record.
For your research that looks similar to this, it can be a wide variety of different types of research from animation.
To traditional research papers, in this case, this was actually the winner of the fashion without fabric show that happened at UWB Stout this year where they created.
Basically an an outfit for bibliophilia the love of books and what we have in there are the concept drawings, images of it going down the runway and different things like that.
This is one example of or type of creative projects and research that we do collect.
And I would say that one of the things that's great not only about adding to it, but it's also knowing that these resources do exist for your own research as well.
Another place that you can look at to get some of these resources and to review some of the things that both Laura and I are talking about is the manifold resource guide. The Sout Research Workshop Resource guide.
Which I did link in the chat and I also will be emailing out again as well when you go to that link, you'll see the main page and then you'll see a list of texts.
Currently there's only one text, and that's because we've only done one session so far.
But there there will be.
This will grow to represent all have texts that represents all of the sessions that we do.
And in the each of these texts will give you a little bit more information.
Some of the things that we talked about and also give you some links that refer back to the resources we talked about.
So once you click on these texts, it'll give you some information and then if you go to contents up in the top left hand corner of it, you'll see a list of different links, and then that's where you'll see even more links about stout creative resources and then.
You'll see some of our digital repositories that are part of our institutional repository.
So thank you all for listening to this portion.
Feel free to drop questions in the chat as you think about them or reach out to us in the archives and we'd love to help you with any local research that you're doing.
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Excellent. And Emily asked.
So if I'm a distance student, I can look for regional research for Florida through the archive site.
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So not through our site.
So our site primarily has stout creative ones and stout related records, but if you're looking for things specific to Florida, I recommend finding their institutional repository of the location that you're looking for and we are.
We can help you find those too.
So if there's some specific place that you're looking for, we'll be able to help you.
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Any other questions for Rebecca?
Let me zoom out a little bit. So I am again on the library home page.
It's just scrolling down a little bit and in the center of the page are those the archives links that you can use.
Alright, so let's move on to the next portion.
Next, we're gonna be talking about searching with our library catalog, which is called search at UW. It is located in the center of our home page. So all you have to do is type in your initial search and we just do sustainable energy.
And hit search.
Now the first thing that you're gonna wanna do is sign in. There is this large ugly banner right across the page because it's so important if you're on campus.
The Wi-Fi authenticates you is belonging to stout, so everything works fine.
All the resources work for you because it knows you belong here.
You're a stout student. If you're off campus, which is what I am right now.
It doesn't realize that I'm part of the stout community.
So all the the results are not going to be thorough.
And some of the links will also be have disappeared because they wouldn't be available to somebody not in the stout community.
So I do need to sign in.
Right.
I can see that I'm signed in because my name is in the top corner here.
Alright, so I typed in sustainable energy and I can see that I have 1,000,400 some results which is just infinitely too much.
So there are some limiters on the side to help you narrow that down. I guess the first thing I would say though is if we're narrowing it down, the first real thing you would do is you would probably make this search more.
Specific because it's doing a keyword search.
It's literally just looking for the word sustainable and the word energy instead of that concept.
You'd want to be more specific of, like sustainable energy technology or history or growth or things like that impact to be much more specific. And that would definitely narrow those yourself down right from the beginning. The next step would be looking at your limiters on the side here.
So for example, I could limit it to just a specific research type.
I could say, well, I really actually only wanted streaming videos and select just show me the videos.
Another idea is you could limit it to show just the peer review.
Reviewed results. So for example for peer review I am a librarian and if I'm writing an article, I would send it to a library journal. That library journal would take my article and send it to other librarians who look at it and say you know what we are.
Familiar with this field and we can tell you this area over here isn't as well researched as it could be.
You're kind of biased over here. These library facts are not accurate and they would send it back to me and I would have to rewrite it.
Resubmit it as many times as is needed until you know that.
That is, until it was published and you would know that it was invited and is truthful and as unbiased, as unbiased as possible.
That's why we try and base our research on the foundation of peer reviewed sources, because those are trustworthy sources.
You can absolutely still use other credible sources like newspaper articles or other things.
But then the responsibility is on you to make sure that that is a trustworthy source.
Where was it published?
Was published in the New York Times. Or was it published? Published in Onion was the author.
Are they known in that field?
Are they actually known for kind of not telling the truth?
Why did they write it?
To write? Are they promoting something?
Are they trying to get you to vote a certain way?
So if you want to take all that guesswork out of it and just know that you want just the peer view to scholarly sources, you could click just peer reviewed and that changes your results list to only show the peer reviewed results.
With that, I got rid of 1,000,000 results, which is wonderful.
So it makes it a little bit nicer than Google or Google Scholar because it just takes the guesswork completely out.
Another thing I would encourage you to do is to limit it by creation date or when it was published.
The reason for that is because we like to use sources that have been published within the past 5-10 years. Because our world is changing rapidly, politics have changed in the last 10 years.
Technology has changed in the past five years.
Education policies. Politics. I think I already said that one. All of these things are changing.
So if you want to interact in what is happening in your field and in the current context of this world, you want to use sources that have been published recently.
So try and save within the past five to 10 years. An exception to that would be if you're looking at something historical, how it changed through time.
Like there are absolutely exceptions to that.
But if you're trying to engage in the current context in the current conversation.
Limit that 0.
I'm going to go ahead and change that since there's so many results I'm going to say 2021 to 2025 and click refine.
All right, so now I have only 206,000 results.
Still a lot. I can see that this first one is a journal 'cause it says that item type is journal.
This one is a journal as well down here.
This one's an article I can see it's available fully online with this view online button. If I was interested in it, I could go ahead and add it to my folder.
I think I already added that earlier today, so it's already pinned.
You can see it's already pinned and handed to my folder.
Scroll down.
Find a different one.
Article I could pin this.
See, that's a journal article and pin this.
So I'm adding to my collection. I pinned items live at the very top of the page.
This pin right here, right next to my name, my saved items and you can see everything is there.
So every time I log in these items are there.
I do this in a lot of sessions so I have a lot of items here.
You can even save your searches as well if you have really successful search you want to look through those results later. You can do that as well and this works because I'm logged in. If you were not logged in, it would actually still let you pin items, but.
Then when you close the browser, those things would disappear. Just sneaky.
So always just log in at the very beginning.
Is the save search right here or save query?
Alright, now let's go ahead and get into one of these articles.
So I'm opening that article record.
Again, I can see the title.
I can see it's available fully online.
I can go to that view online section and it would show me where this article was provided for.
So it could be in multiple databases, in which case this list would be like 5 databases long. They would all have different names, but they would all go straight to the same full text.
And that's helpful because if one of those was broken, you could just go to the next database on the list and get there a different way.
Let's see.
Yeah. Oh, and that's all. If this was broken, or if this was empty and it wasn't available, you could still get that item through interlibrary loan.
Interlibrary loan is is a free service, so Stout has a limited budget.
They have a limited resources. We can only buy so much. You are not limited to just what we have because of interlibrary loan.
It's an agreement between libraries where we will mail them items for free and they will mail their items to us for free or scan them, e-mail them, etcetera.
So I could click on.
Inner Library loan request.
And as Sam from Stout, it fills the request out for me. Putting in the journal title, article title, volume issue, page numbers. All right there.
So all you have to do is say if you're a campus or a distance student.
The reason for that is because if it was a physical item and you are a distance student, we would mail that to you.
You'd select distance and then you'd put your your address in the notes field and we mail that to you free of charge.
While you'd be responsible for is the shipping to get it back to us or you could drop it off if you live next to a different UW school, you could drop it off with them and they'd mail it back for free if you were requesting an article.
That is very fast.
Another library would scan that and then e-mail it to you, usually within 48 business hours.
So even though we have limited resources at stout you have access to the entire world of resources.
The only thing that limits you is time, because if you are doing your research a day or two before you need to turn it in, then you're not going to have access to all these things because it takes a day or two to get here, especially those phys.
Items.
So do your research ahead of time.
That way you can use the quality resources that further your research and support it to the best of its ability.
Instead of just using what's quickly available in your library.
Long great resource.
Any questions about interlibrary loan?
OK, as always feel free to type it in the chat.
Some other things I want to point out from here.
So we have what is called a permalink.
The reason for that is because if you are the type of person who saves your research by saving the URL while this URL is a temporary URL and it will break, which is heartbreaking because I have had students come up to me with a whole list of U.
'S they can't get back to the resource because they're temporary Url's and they have broken. So if you if that's what you like to do, then I would absolutely use the permalink.
And I would get you permanently back to this record where you would be able to click the database to get to the full text online.
Another thing about it is we have the citation option, so it'll cite that for you. As with any citation generator.
Oh, it's double check it.
There's usually at least one thing wrong, so just double check that.
The other thing is that for the vast majority of our resources, if you Scroll down, there will be a summary or an abstract available, or if it's an ebook, it'll have the table of contents.
So it allows you to get that summary and learn a little bit about it before.
Committing and saving the resource to read the full text later, so it just helps you know and be more informed as you save your items.
All right. Let's see here.
I think that that is everything I wanted to show here. Look at my list.
So the only other thing I would point out is that we have a new service this semester.
Where for distance graduate students, we will also.
Scan and e-mail you chapters from our physical items in our library.
So if you don't live nearby, but we have a physical book and you don't have it shipped and have to ship it back, you could just request the chapter and we would absolutely scan that and e-mail it to you to make that a little bit easier for you.
And that's specifically for graduate students new this semester.
Right. That's everything I wanted to share about search at UW or library catalog.
Any questions about that or has anyone run into any problems with it or?
And use it and love it.
I don't know.
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So the service that you just mentioned, how do we request that?
Is that IOL or do we e-mail?
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Great question.
Let's double check.
I believe all you have to do, we go over here.
I believe all you have to do is go into the record.
So I'm gonna go ahead. Go ahead and see if I can find available in my library.
Really hope that it takes up the online items OK available at UW Stout library.
So if I click on this record.
Right now I have it right here.
Request a chapter.
So it's in the get it menu, yeah.
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Oh, great. OK.
Oh wow. OK.
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So like you can request it from stout to be physically mailed to you, or just request a specific chapter. Or if you got it from our interlibrary loan, that's non UW schools, which takes a little bit longer.
A caveat with the requested chapter is that we have to still be within copyright, so we can't like send a chapter in the next chapter in the next chapter and then somebody represent you.
The whole book, it still has to be within copyright.
And yeah, not the whole work.
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Yeah. OK.
Thank you.
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Yeah, great question. Any other questions?
Right. Well, I talked about search, EW, our library catalog, its strength is that it searches everything that the library has.
It searches our ebooks, our streaming videos, our board games, our puppet collection, physical books, fiction, everything.
Just wonderful.
You type something in, you're going to get something back.
It's a great place to start your research. The weakness of search EW is that it searches everything that our library has, which means that you end up having.
Five. Well, what you saw was 1,000,500 some resources.
Which is just too much to look through.
So it's a good place to start, but when you're at that point where you want more Advanced Research, that's what we would recommend our library databases.
So I'm going to go ahead and go back to our home page and our databases are located this icon right here.
Click on that you can see 297 databases and they all have kind of weird names.
Academic one file. Academic search ultimate.
Access World News.
Agricola alt.
Health wash out health.
Watch. It's hard to know which database to start with because they have such random names.
So a couple ways you can get around that is first, you could limit them by subject.
S.
I could say just show me the education subject databases and click on that and I have to unfortunately also click search and it shows me the 24 databases that are best for education. Putting the very best ones at the very top which is great. Another way to.
Narrow down which database to start with would be to contact a librarian.
In the right direction.
So you time that way.
All right, So what?
I'd like to talk to you a little bit more about and show you is our EBSCO databases. Ebsco is a vendor and we have purchased quite a few databases from them.
I like them because they organize their databases by subject.
Let me show you I'm clicking on the letter E.
These are all the ES Co ones you can see we've got epsgar and design epsco business, epsco communication all by subject, which is awesome.
So I was initially looking at sustainable energy.
So I would probably want to go to.
Ebsco technology or science and environment definitely want to go.
That one.
So click on that.
I'm zooming in.
I want to bring your attention to choose databases by subject and in science and environment right now, but there are so many interdisciplinary topics that might cross over those subjects, so I could actually select several of those up. So databases at the same time saving myself time so.
I could look in science environment, but I'm interested in the technology of sustainable energy.
So I could click on that and search both of those databases at the same time.
Like select both of them.
I clicked OK and again that is.
This choose databases link right there. All right. So now I'm ready.
Sustainable energy or renewable energy?
Let's do that.
And then I click on search.
All right, so I've got, oh, a lot 467,000 results, which is a lot. As I said before, the next thing you'd want to do is be more specific.
What are you actually interested in?
Are you interested in the specific technologies?
Are you interested in the growth development impact?
All those different things to try and be more specific with your keywords. Next thing you could do is limited down, but with these limiters on the side.
So as I mentioned before peer review, you could just limit to the peer reviewed articles.
We'll go ahead and click on that.
And I've 374,000 results.
Great. I'm going to limit it again.
This is a field that definitely changes quite quickly, so I'm going to go ahead and say 2021 enter. It's past 4:00-ish years, OK?
So I've got 144,000 results that is still quite a bit.
Well, right now what I'm doing is a keyword search.
I'm looking for the word sustainable, the word energy, the word renewable.
And anything that mentions those words is coming up in my results, whether or not they are about that topic at all.
Be frustrating.
It can lead to results that are not very relevant for you. If you want to get around that, take a look at these articles.
This 1st result is about the subjects renewable energy sources.
It's about sustainability.
It's about clean energy.
It's about methodology, about literature reviews.
This next one about renewable energy sources about energy security. I can use these subjects the way that I would do that is I would click into an article that has the subject I want whether or not it's an article I want. Go ahead and click on that.
And now those subject terms have become links, so I can click on renewable energy sources.
It erases everything I specified before. It shows me the full list of sources that are about renewable energy sources. They don't just mention the words there about that concept, and I can go ahead and click and search within that bucket of sources to say like technology search.
So I go from.
I don't even know how many I had before. It was a lot.
Now I've got 64,000 that are about that topic and also have the word technology.
And I'll put back those limiters that I wanted from before Eer reviewed.
And 2021. Oopsie. Come on.
That does not want to let me do that 2031 enter.
So now I only have 21,000.
It's still a lot.
You definitely want to be more specific with your search. All right, when you're at the point of looking through these, you can go ahead and hover over this page with a magnifying glass and it pops that abstract or summary up for you so you can go ahead and.
Read it right from that results list.
And if you like that source, then you can go ahead and click on this folder with a plus sign and that'll save it for later.
So I've added it to my folder.
All right.
I can see this 1st result has the full text available there I see HTML full text and PDF full text.
It's there.
Full text available this one which I think is in English but has the title in it in Chinese is not there.
It instead says check finding For more information so it could be tempting for you to say well built text isn't there right away.
So I'm just not going to use that as a result, you're going to miss sources because, yeah, we don't this in this one database, but we have 290 other datab.
So when you click check, find it For more information, it searches all those other databases to say did we buy that somewhere else?
Let's see.
Sign in to see request options.
I think that tells me that we do not own that somewhere else, but that's OK because it's brought me to this screen where now I can say, OK, get it from an library library loan and it fills the request up for you.
You'd hit submit and get it within two days anyway.
But I have to tell you a lot. The most of these are going to have that go to be accessible.
See if I can find a different example.
Wow, those are available.
Let's go to page 4.
There we go. Click check.
Find it For more information.
It brings up oh, no, this is not available either.
Oh good.
It is so I can see that yes, it was not available through epscca, but we do have the full text view Wiley. So you click on that, get pushed straight to the full text.
All right. So as you've been going along, I've been saving things to my folder.
Your folder lives at the very top of the screen.
Right up here.
I'm gonna go ahead and click on that.
You do want to do something with this folder because this folder.
Once you close that browser, it disappears, so you have to do something with it if you want to make an msco account, then every time you sign in you your stuff would still be there.
But if you don't make an account, then it's not there.
So you wanna select everything you saved?
And I'm gonna go ahead and go to the side over here, and I'm gonna say e-mail.
I have the option to include when sending the full text of the articles that I'm mailing to myself, so I don't have to find them again.
It's sending the full articles and I can send it cited, which is great.
You can save some time, but always double check it.
Right. So that was a very fast crash course into Epsom and advanced database research. Any questions about that?
We have just so many other databases as well.
We have statistics, specific databases, we have science databases that have a lot more advanced tools.
This was just a basic introductory for.
But when?
If you have a very specific topic, absolutely reach out to a library and we will point you to the database. That would be best for you.
